Formalising the election procedure for the officers of the Association is something new and I would like to make it as simple and concise as possible. If any of you have any suggestion to the following draft please let me know.

1. The Office

1.1 Chairman

1.2 Vice-Chariman

1.3 Treasurer

1.4 Secretary

1.5 Representative of the Association to the SMC of the Secondary School

1.6 Representative of the Association to the SMC of the Primary School

Note: (a)
offices 1.5 & 1.6 are subject to final approval of the School

(b) save and except for the term of 2011 which shall end on 31st Dec 2011, the term of office for 1.1 to 1.4 is 2 years and that for 1.5 and 1.6 shall, subject to adjustment by the School or Diocese, be 3 years. 

2. Nomination

2.1 For the offices of 1.1 to 1.4 no candidate is allowed to run for more than one office.

2.2 For the offices of 1.5 and 1.6 no candidate is allowed to run for more than one office.

2.3 Save disallowed as aforesaid a candidate may run for more than one offices. 

2.4 In order to be eligible to stand for election, the nomination form duly signed by the candidates, the proposer and seconder have to be return to the registered office by hand or by fax on or before the stipulated date, in respect of which time is of the essence.


2.5 On the ensuing date after the stipulation date the list of candidates for various offices and their respective proposers and seconder together with the proxy form shall be circulated to the directors. Any errors on and incompleteness of the circular shall, subject to production of evidence, be corrected.

3. Election

3.1 Election shall be by way of poll.

3.2 Directors unable to attend may at his own discretion appoint a proxy as his stead. A director can only appoint another director as his proxy.

3.3 The duly signed proxy form has to be presented to the convener of the election at the beginning of the meeting.

3.4 A director or his proxy shall receive a ballot form.

3.5 A candidate to an office has to spell out his view and mission to the meeting. The speech may not last more than 5 minutes. After the speech Q & A session shall follow. In the Q & A session no more than 5 questions may be asked.

3.6 After all candidates have made their addresses election shall follow.

3.7 The election shall be by way of simple majority. In case of equality of votes another round or rounds (as the case may be) of vote will be cast until there is a majority vote. Notwithstanding anything contained to the contrary in the memorandum and articles of association, in respect of election, neither the convener nor the Chairman shall have a casting vote.
